










International Success
The Crime Stoppers concept is unique and follows a 

simple formula – a telephone number for people to 

give information anonymously. There is no comparable 

organisation offering this ‘safe’ means of passing on 

intelligence to the police.

That this formula works is undeniable – the results speak 

for themselves. On the following pages each region outlines 

its successes and achievements for 2007 and some since 

inception, sharing best practice to the advantage of all its 

partner programmes to achieve a common goal.

Significant initiative and performance-based federal 

government funding, together with a number of 

commercially supported anti-crime projects, this reporting 

year, has seen the Australian Crime Stoppers programme 

(CSA) secure its place as the most successful community-

based anti-crime programme in the nation. Accordingly, 

CSA began to expand its CSI corporate responsibilities, 

by supporting the advancement of the initiative into the 

Australia Pacific region.

In March 2007, the CSA chairman attended the launch of 

Crime Stoppers in India. CSA sent an operational specialist 

to India to assist with operational matters, mainly with 

the Indian Police Service, in October. Ongoing Australian 

support to India includes assistance with long term 

strategic planning and the search for commercial viability. 

Early in 2007 CSA launched an international manhunt for 

an organised crime villain wanted for murder and drug 

trafficking. The manhunt, the first of its kind within the 

Crime Stoppers global community, involved support from 

CSUK and other regional programmes. A targeted trans-

continental media campaign was produced, and the man 

was eventually arrested in Europe.

CSA directors delivered a proposal for the re-development 

of the CSI website to the CSI Executive Board of 

management. The proposal, accepted by CSI, followed 

a CSA review of web activities, which recommended 

a re-engineering of the CSI web to focus on global 

communication connectivity and operational outcomes. 

This will provide global, operationally-focused web-based 

operations, resulting in the capture, management and 

action of community-based information across the world.

Currently in development, is the expansion of the 

highly successful Victorian Multilingual Crime Stoppers 

programme to a national level of coordination. 

Involving partnerships with culturally and linguistically 

diverse (CALD) media at a national level, it will make 

available Crime Stoppers material to many different 

language groups within the Australian CALD community. 

The longer term aim will be to deliver the concept to CSI 

for global consideration.

On Friday 15th February, Australians were encouraged 

to save the Crime Stoppers phone number into their 

mobile and landline phones. The campaign, executed via 

a combined national and local public relations campaign, 

underlines the anonymity Crime Stoppers provides. 

It is intended that CSA programmes will implement and 

support a public education campaign requesting the 

community to report suspected or known illegal activity 

surrounding the removal of copper from Australian 

sites. The initiative will see the copper industry provide 

significant funding to CSA to fund the campaign, expected 

to run from April to June 2008.

Crime Stoppers indigenous programme, an exciting 

Western Australian initiative is already under development. 

It will see the programme being modified to serve remote 

indigenous communities with strategies for overcoming 

difficult issues concerning communication, integrity and 

reward payment, whilst maintaining a service based on the 

principals of equal opportunity. It is hoped that the end 

product will be adaptable for roll-out across the nation and 

to similar communities globally.
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2007 was a significant year for Crime Stoppers in Canada 

with Calgary celebrating its 25th Anniversary in January. 

Calgary was the first programme in Canada and new 

programmes started throughout the country over the next 

few years. A large number of Canadian programmes also 

celebrated their 20th Anniversary throughout the year.

There are now 107 programmes, located in all 10 provinces 

and territories and we are enjoying continued growth and 

success. Crime Stoppers Canada is expecting to reach 

another historic milestone in 2008 - total recoveries of 

stolen property and drugs seized to reach the $3 billion 

mark. With just over 10% of programmes globally, we 

provide over 30% of the dollar results for drugs seized and 

stolen property recovered.

During 2007 we successfully finalised an agreement with 

the Royal Canadian Mounted Police to have them include 

the national Crime Stoppers telephone number and the 

logo on the human trafficking posters which are being 

distributed throughout Canada. We hope programmes 

across the country will be able to play a role in successful 

enforcement of those involved in human trafficking. 

This programme also helps to further increase the profile of 

Crime Stoppers as well as further developing our excellent 

relationship with the Royal Canadian Mounted Police.

A similar agreement is being devised to assist our Federal 

Government Justice Department with an initiative they 

are launching to curtail and even eliminate hate crime. 

These relationships at the Federal level complement the 

excellent relationships we have developed across the 

country with Municipal Police Services and Provincial 

Police Services. Over the years our continuing success 

has helped them tremendously in solving crime and also, 

importantly, reducing the cost of investigations.

At the end of October we were very pleased to unveil 

an initiative which involves a large trucking Company, 

Totalline Transport, placing Crime Stoppers information 

on their trailers. The information will be very visible to 

the motoring public as the trucks drive along the various 

Highways in North America - very useful in helping to keep 

the Crime Stoppers name and phone number publicised.

A large number of programmes in Canada have now 

expanded their tip-taking capabilities to include the 

internet, with a secure and encrypted process which 

protects the anonymity of the person sending the tip. 

In particular youngsters are very accepting of this 

technology and we have received a significant increase in 

tips relating to drug dealing and related crimes. In early 

2008 we expect to be able to add Text Messaging (SMS) to 

our arsenal of ways to receive secure and anonymous tips.

Current regional members comprise Bahamas, Belize, 

Bermuda, Cayman Islands, Jamaica, Trinidad and Tobago, 

and Turks and Caicos. New programmes for 2008 are: 

St. Vincent, Guyana, Barbados, United States Virgin Islands, 

Netherlands Antilles and Mexico.

New partnerships established in 2007 include the 

Association of Caribbean Commissioners of Police, the UK 

Metropolitan Police Service, and the United Nations Drug 

Crime Desk. The CSI Training Conference held in Bermuda 

allowed 324 law enforcement and civilian delegates to 

participate in seminars on human trafficking, port security, 

gang violence, drug smuggling, and environmental 

protection, all areas in which local Crime Stoppers 

programmes assist law enforcement and government 

agencies in various communities globally.

The Belize programme supported the Police Department 

in high profile media coverage of the murder of a security 

guard in a shopping complex, giving the anonymous 

telephone number. A tip made possible the arrest of a 

17 year old for robbery, with further arrests of two young 

males for murder.  

The 28th Annual CSI Training Conference in Bermuda 

was only the second to be held outside North America. 

Delegates came from as far as Australia, Guam, South 

Africa, Europe and North America to participate in seminars 

by speakers from United Nations Drug and Crime Office, 

the US Department of State, the FBI, RCMP, and the UK’s 

Metropolitan Police Service. 

Crime Stoppers Cayman utilised their media network, along 

with good detective work, to help police arrest two men for 

a series of 20 burglaries on Grand Cayman over a 4-week 

period. This result led the programme, together with the 

Royal Cayman Island Police Service and Rotary Central, 

to launch an island-wide burglary prevention campaign 

supported by the Chamber of Commerce and the Cayman 

Island Government.

Crime Stoppers Jamaica was the major factor in the arrest 

of two people for shooting and killing Police Assistant 

Commissioner Kamika in 2007. The ongoing programme 

offers a reward of up to J$100,000 for information leading 

to arrests for police killings. Last year 1,400 people were 

murdered in Jamaica, including 19 police officers. Regular 

radio and TV campaigns are financially supported by 

the business community. International programme 

partnerships have also assisted in solving murders in 

Jamaica and overseas.

With the support of the Government, Crime Stoppers 

Trinidad and Tobago launched a successful media 

campaign supporting police and international agencies 

to target kidnappers. This campaign won an international 

award at the CSI Training Conference in Bermuda, and the 

successes of the programme were acknowledged by the 

Trinidad and Tobago Prime Minister.

Turks and Caicos Crime Stoppers has become one of 

the main players in identifying boat captains from 

Haiti responsible for organised human trafficking. 

Following various successful meetings, the chairman of 

the programme has become part of the working group 

involving the Turks and Caicos Government and other 

international parties such as the US Coast Guard, the UK 

Foreign Office, and the United Nations Human Trafficking 

Unit, that will be attending a Human Trafficking Forum on 

the island in 2008 to tackle this problem together.
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The Dutch version of Crime Stoppers is called Meld 

Misdaad Anoniem (report crime anonymously) or M. for 

short. It has been another successful year, with a 19% rise 

in tips in 2007, and a rise in actionable calls. Every day, 

250 serious calls are taken, of which 50 are passed on to 

the police and other parties.

Human Trafficking
Human Trafficking remains a very important matter. 

A follow-up to the successful campaign Schijn bedriegt 

(“appearances are deceptive”), aimed at the prostitution 

community will kick off in January 2008, financed by the 

Ministries of Justice and Home Affairs. It resulted in 120 

anonymous calls in 2006, up from 42 in 2005. In February 

2008, the campaign was presented at the UN World 

Conference in Vienna.

New Service
‘Met M. in actie’ (“take action with M.”) was new in 2007. 

It enables organisations such as local councils and police 

to set up their own local initiatives, to direct a spotlight 

at a particular subject such as burglary, vandalism or drug 

trafficking. Intermediaries, advertising, free publicity, 

posters and leaflets encourage anonymous calls and 

rendered various useful anonymous tips and sudden 

cessation of crimes after the operations were launched.

Towards the end of 2007, a follow-up campaign dealt 

with violent conduct towards public employees such as 

emergency service staff working in nightspots with a 

concentration of pubs and clubs. The initiative targeted 

18-30 year olds via adverts on national television, banners 

on websites, and a link through to a campaign website. 

A campaign aimed at truck drivers concerned the illegal 

transportation of polluted soil resulting in 91 anonymous 

calls recorded between April and September, 2 arrests and 

5 cases solved. Radio adverts, backed by interviews, were 

aired on radio shows heard by truck drivers; posters and 

leaflets were distributed at truck stops, car wash locations, 

petrol stations, and garages. Articles and adverts were 

placed in relevant magazines. 

The Ministry of Home Affairs in The Netherlands asked 

M. to introduce a service which involves us providing 

a “whistleblower line” for integrity violations by civil 

servants and citizens to help tackle corruption - a great 

honour for our organisation! After its introduction, several 

actionable tips were received.

A new tool is our “Measuring rod”, a list of parameters to 

be scored in our national and local campaigns. Points are 

given per parameter, eg number of actionable calls, results 

in arrests, seized money/property, prevention effects, 

media coverage, action related questions from the public 

to politicians about the campaign. We determine (together 

with the police/council) which parameters we need for that 

specific campaign, a strong basis for the combined action 

and formulation of the expectations of all participants.

2008 is a significant year for Crimestoppers in the UK 

as it celebrates its twentieth anniversary. In that time, it 

has had some notable successes, not least the number of 

arrests and charges currently standing at over 83,000. 

The launch of its Most Wanted website in 2006 has been 

a major success with just about every police force in 

the country making use of this simple method of crime 

detection. Already in its short two year existence there 

have been 400 arrests as a direct result which translates 

as one every two days.

In the early summer of 2008 Crimestoppers is expecting 

to reach a major milestone in its history when it receives 

its one millionth actionable call.

In January, a brand new website was launched with vastly 

improved design, functionality and technology. Within the 

first three days of going live the site had received over 

two million hits.

Catching criminals in the Costa del Sol
At the same time, ten new appeals were announced 

under Operation Captura – a joint project by 

Crimestoppers, the Serious Organised Crime Agency 

(SOCA) and Spanish authorities. 

Operation Captura identifies serious criminals wanted by 

UK law enforcement agencies for crimes committed in 

the UK. The campaign highlights appeals for information 

on criminals who have European arrest warrants issued 

for them for crimes such as drug trafficking, murder 

and currency counterfeiting. Information given to 

Crimestoppers can help locate these criminals so that 

arrests can be carried out.

Within 36 hours of the appeals appearing on the Most 

Wanted website, the first arrest was made. Since October 

2006, from a total of 30 appeals, 11 fugitives have so far 

been brought to justice.

Protecting victims of sex trafficking 
Crimestoppers is working with multi-agency project, 

Operation Pentameter 2, which was set up to seriously 

disrupt the sex trafficking industry.

Pentameter aims to rescue and protect the victims of 

trafficking for sexual exploitation and to identify, disrupt, 

arrest and bring to justice those involved in criminal 

activity. This campaign is run in partnership with the 

UK Human Trafficking Centre (UKHTC) and police forces 

across the UK.

Campaign materials encourage people to call 

Crimestoppers with information about sex trafficking 

and other intelligence about labour exploitation and 

child trafficking.

Since 2006, Pentameter has resulted in 88 victims 

of trafficking from 22 different countries (primarily 

Eastern Europe, China, South East Asia and Africa) being 

recovered. 232 people were arrested and 134 charged 

with a variety of offences.

The Western Pacific Region is a unique district that covers 

a vast number of square miles, island nations, and local 

cultures. The hundreds of islands of the Western Pacific 

are the home of World War II campaigns, invasions and 

occupations. Many islands were initially colonized by the 

Spanish, then by the Germans and Japanese. Now they 

include sovereign nations, territories, nations, federations 

and commonwealths, under a number of different flags.

Close knit island communities with hardened traditions, 

and firm family ties offer unique challenges to our 

programme. A main focus is educating everyone about 

anonymity, a concept unfamiliar in many island nations 

where everyone knows everyone else and knows their 

business as well. This, combined with continued efforts 

for ensuring caller ID and other identifying technology is 

never used, remains a trying endeavor. We are currently 

working with island telephone companies to forward 

calls from the Federated States of Micronesia to a call 

centre. Particular efforts have been initiated to have Crime 

Stoppers information printed in indigenous languages and 

to promote web based tip collection.

The challenges we continue to face are consistency in 

marketing and implementing the programme due to the 

difficulties and expense of constant communications with, 

and travel to, the many islands for Crime Stoppers staff. 

The issue of anonymity requires constant monitoring which 

cannot always occur.  

Imported labour from countries such as the Philippines, 

China, Indonesia, Bangladesh and Pakistan pose additional 

challenges for local law enforcement and cause a strain 

on already extended resources, especially in the area of 

language/communication. In response, our region has 

made available brochures in many of the local languages 

as well as Korean and Japanese.

We have forged strong relationships with local and 

US Federal Law Enforcement agencies, the business 

community and diverse resident population. This is 

demonstrated through continued monetary and in-

kind support, not to mention the continued 

programme statistics. 

Communication with the United States Attorney General’s 

Office, US Marshals, FBI, Drug Enforcement Agency, New 

Zealand Police, and the Australia Federal Police offices is 

constant in an effort to curb the main activities of drug, 

weapon and human trafficking within the islands.

Meetings held in 2007 with law enforcement and 

government leaders of Chuuk, Yap, Palau, Marshal 

Islands, Kosrae and Pohnpeii present great opportunity 

for expansion in 2008. In addition, expansion efforts 

are underway in Palau and in the Federated States 

of Micronesia.

Crime Stoppers USA spans the United States, building a 

network of local programmes across the nation that work 

together to help prevent and solve crime in communities 

and schools. Members stretch from coast to coast, 

represent small towns and large municipalities, including 

one programme that encompasses both sides of the 

US/Canadian border. New programmes of 2007 are 

featured below.

Crime Stoppers Atlanta
Launched in January as a programme of the Atlanta Police 

Foundation, CSA is operated through a joint initiative 

between the Atlanta Police Foundation, the Atlanta Police 

Department (APD), and approximately 15 other metro-

Atlanta law enforcement agencies. Since inception, CSA 

has taken over 600 tips, helped to solve approximately 53 

cases, making 24 arrests. Cases solved include homicides, 

assaults, burglaries and robberies, including 9 bank 

robberies, taking 16 dangerous fugitives off the streets. 

On July 25, 2007, 9 year old Annijah Rolax was killed by a 

stray bullet to the head - the result of a violent altercation 

outside her apartment building in Atlanta. The next day, an 

anonymous caller dialled the tip line, giving the name of 

the attacker and information about his acquaintances. APD 

investigators found that he had an outstanding warrant 

from Louisiana and worked with the U.S. Marshall Service 

to arrest him as well as his accomplice. Arrests were made 

on July 27th and 28th, 2007.

Bay Area Crime Stoppers, San Francisco
Embracing and adopting the proven concepts presented 

by Crime Stoppers USA, San Francisco Bay Area Crime 

Stoppers (BACS) was established in 2007 with a major 

media launch in early 2008. The Bay Area consists of nine 

counties, 101 cities, and 7.2 million people and is the fifth 

most populous metropolitan area in the United States. 

Using a common number will, for the first time, enable 

the overlapping media markets to promote the 

programme everywhere. 

With the leadership and support of the Bay Area Council, 

BACS is poised to deliver this extremely effective 

programme that solves crime and makes our city streets 

safer. The council’s interest in helping create BACS was 

driven by crime spikes and the corresponding increase in 

public concern with the issue – crime was one of the top 

three concerns in their annual poll.

Garfield County Crime Stoppers, Colorado
Crime Stoppers of Garfield County ran for 13 years 

from 1985 and after only one year was recognised as one 

of the best Crime Stoppers programmes in the state. It was 

rendered inactive by 1998. 

With the support of all the Municipal Police Chiefs in 

Garfield County, Crime Stoppers was thrust into activity 

again on 29th July 2007 when a Glenwood Springs 

Police Officer was shot. This tragedy created an amazing 

amount of ownership in the community, the commitment 

to apprehending the suspects involved fueled by each 

Crime Stoppers update posted. Citizens donated money 

and called with credible tips which led to the arrest of 

two suspects. The community truly saw the power of the 

triangle; citizens, media and law enforcement working 

together to solve a crime.

Crime Stoppers of the Inland 
Northwest, Spokane, WA
With the support of the Spokane Police Department, Crime 

Stoppers of the Inland Northwest was formed during 2007, 

representing one of the largest areas of Washington State. 

The regional programme will initially cover an area with a 

combined population of over a half million residents. A new 

web site will be up and running soon to reflect the new 

Crime Stoppers strategies.

In late 2006, the successful 30 year-old Partners in 

Crime Prevention of Spokane contacted Crime Stoppers, 

recognising philosophies that were similar to their own. 

The national and international reach and brand 

identification of Crime Stoppers was important as well 

as reaching a larger community of committed volunteers 

familiar with Crime Stoppers. This additional programme 

creates a very solid networked presence throughout the 

State of Washington.

St. Landry Crime Stoppers, Opelousas, Louisiana
The St. Landry Crime Stoppers Programme started in July, 

2007. The formula had been successful in other parishes 

and the Sheriff saw this as an opportunity to encourage 

local participation. A population of over ninety thousand 

citizens, 56% urban and 44% rural, is steadily increasing 

due to the influx of residents relocating after hurricane 

Katrina. This could have a negative impact on the 

crime rate.  

In August 2007, the Chief of Police of Opelousas called 

for assistance in cases of vandalism to local businesses 

in the area, ongoing for the past two years. St. Landry 

Crime Stoppers spotlighted the case in local media. By the 

following week, arrests were made and the case solved. 

The suspects also admitted to crimes in nearby parishes. 

Due to the large percentage of French speakers in Southern 

Louisiana the spotlighted Crime of the Week is narrated in 

both English and French.

Crime Stoppers of Wellington/Sumner County, 
Wellington, Kansas
A series of break-ins at local schools prompted the initial 

discussion about Crime Stoppers. It was agreed to form 

a programme, started by Wellington Police Chief and 

the First National Bank in Wellington. Wichita/Sedgwick 

County Crime Stoppers provided guidance, with information 

and support from Crime Stoppers USA and the Midwest 

Regional Training Conference.

Crime Stoppers officially started in November 2007 

incorporating Sumner County into the programme after 

meeting with all of their law enforcement departments.  

Each city in the county, the Sheriff’s department and local 

businesses have provided funding. Already, seven Crimes 

of the Week have been featured on the web site, including 

church burglaries, computer thefts from the middle school, 

and holiday safety tips for citizens in the community.  

Scholastic Crime Stoppers
Because crime can leave a profound mark on our youth, 

school safety has become an emotional issue that has shot 

to the forefront of national and local public sentiment.  

The threat of student safety is disruptive and devastating 

to not only students and their school environment but to 

entire communities. In addition to supporting the growth of 

community programmes, a primary goal for Crime Stoppers 

USA during 2008 will be to continue working to fill the 

gaps that currently exist in the school Crime Stoppers 

network and bring the concept and anonymous, secure 

communication tools to campuses throughout the country.  

These tools have proved to drastically reduce incidences.

Directors
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Crime Stoppers International contacted Interpol to 

discuss cooperation with this global police service, after 

establishing a successful alliance between CSI and the 

United Nations. Tackling crime in all Crime Stoppers 

programmes around the world matches closely with the 

mission of Interpol. 

The first presentation by Crime Stoppers and CSI was in 

March 2007 at the Interpol European annual meeting in 

Bulgaria. Interpol was delighted to hear about the work and 

vast contributions of Crime Stoppers programmes all over 

the world to solve crimes and decided to research further 

cooperation between the two organizations.

The following subject areas were highlighted: mention 

of Crime Stoppers on the Interpol website, some sub-

websites; mention of Crime Stoppers on Interpol’s 

international search warrants; using Crime Stoppers for 

Interpol’s work on war criminals/fugitives. Arrangements 

were made for CSI and Interpol to visit each other and 

examine collaboration further.

In November CSI was invited to take part in a global 

Interpol meeting about fugitives. CSI representatives 

presented the work of the programmes within CSI, CSI 

itself and the work of Crime Stoppers Europe in relation 

to the subject of the meeting. Crime Stoppers projects 

such as “Most Wanted” (UK and others) are interesting for 

Interpol to look for co-operation, and for Crime Stoppers 

the channels of Interpol are very promising to extend our 

reach. The international audience was very interested and 

it was concluded that Crime Stoppers and Interpol are very 

complementary in the work they do.

The next stage will be to translate these conclusions into 

actions and a formal document of co-operation. Work to be 

completed in the first half of 2008.

Representatives from CSI recently attended a human 

trafficking conference in Vienna, ‘From Protection 

to Prosecution’.

The panel aimed to raise awareness of the need for 

adopting comprehensive criminal justice response 

strategies to prevent and combat human trafficking. This 

would yield sustainable results in reducing the number 

of victims of trafficking and increasing the number of 

convicted perpetrators. For this purpose, the panel also 

tried to identify the key elements which should form part 

of such a comprehensive and effective criminal justice 

response while shedding light on different approaches 

of developing and implementing such a response and 

highlighting good examples of its key elements.

The challenge
Human trafficking is a high profit, low-risk crime for 

traffickers. This equation has to be destroyed. The crime 

of human trafficking is a criminal offence in many states 

although it is often the case that criminal investigations do 

not result in a conviction or, if a conviction is reached, it is 

usually lenient and does not reflect the severity of 

the crime.

The following recommendations were recognised:

Partnership approach
Effectively cracking down on the perpetrators is too often 

hampered by a lack of multi-agency cooperation. That 

is why the panellists recommended that the guiding 

framework of the three P’s (prevention, protection and 

prosecution) has to be extended by a fourth P which is 

‘partnership’.

Institutionalised cooperation
Working relationships amongst critical justice actors needs 

to be fed into an institutionalised framework in order to 

ensure effective and lasting cooperation with the objective 

to more effectively investigate and prosecute traffickers. 

The National Agency for the Prohibition of Trafficking in 

Persons and other related Matters (NAPTIP) and the UK 

Human Trafficking Centre (UKHTC) are good examples of

an effective institutionalised multi-disciplinary approach.

Victim protection
With a view to better assist victims and create an 

environment in which victims feel safe and secure, and to 

reconcile the potential conflicting interests between victim 

service providers and law enforcement, the panellists 

agreed upon the importance to institutionalise – that is 

to clearly regulate and guide – the working relationship 

between the police and NGOs. Such a relationship should 

be based on the promotion of a victim-centred and human 

rights approach to human trafficking.

Large-scale awareness-raising and training 
of law enforcement authorities
Still too often the crime of human trafficking remains 

undetected, that’s why the panellists emphasised the 

crucial need to raise awareness amongst identified 

key audiences including all law enforcement actors, in 

particular front-line staff. Responding to human trafficking 

has to be an objective of daily core law enforcement 

business.

Public participation in fighting the 
Crime Stoppers
Human trafficking is a crime that can occur anywhere, 

not only in the sex industry, but in other industries such 

as agriculture, hotels and restaurants, just to name a few. 

Everybody can contribute to the fight against trafficking. 

In order to harness this potential, there is a need to 

create a safe environment in which people who came 

across a trafficking situation can report anonymously 

their suspicions without fear of retaliation from the 

traffickers. That is why the model of Crime Stoppers was 

recommended as an example of good practice of large-

scale awareness raising that contributes to gathering 

anonymous information from the general public to help 

trafficking investigations.
